Advisor to  the Chief Minister Nasir Aslam Wani, Chief
Secretary Atal Dulloo, Additional Chief Secretary to
HCM Dheeraj Gupta, all administrative secretaries,
Divisional Commissioner Kashmir, Inspector General of
Police (IGP) Kashmir and other senior officers attended
the meeting.The Chief Minister emphasized the need for
start of development activities, implementation of budg-
et announcements and efficient governance amid current
challenges.“After six months, we are back to Srinagar
Civil Secretariat office. The environment in which we
were hoping the offices would open, expecting normal
business did not happen. It has been seen that if situation
remains conducive and peaceful, it improves functioning
of the government," CM said.
“We need now to focus on things that are under our con-
trol and work to ease the difficulties faced by common
people,” the Chief Minister said in his opening address.
He directed officers to ensure that their efforts during this
working season go beyond administrative offices. “We
do not have to restrict our working to the Civil Secretariat
as was the case during budget session. Now is the good
opportunity to see implementation of projects on the
ground,” he stated.He called upon all departments to
concentrate on delivery and accountability. “Let’s focus
on the deliverables. So that six months from now, when
we have to move to Jammu, we can actually sit down
with a list of all the positive developments and changes
that in spite of the circumstances, we were able to make
here,” the Chief Minister observed.Referring to the budg-
et passed in the Legislative Assembly this year in March,
CM Omar Abdullah said that while opinions may differ,
the government’s obligation lies in its execution. “But
now it is our duty, that the budget that the assembly
passed, the budget that this government brought to the
assembly and got it approved, we will implement the
budget decisions and review meetings shall be held with
concerned departments and agencies," he remarked.He
underscored the importance of utilizing the budgetary
allocations and implementing District Capex plan on the
ground. “Because this is the works season, he said, not-
ing the brief window available for developmental works,
particularly in the winter zone. The Chief Minister
informed that a detailed review would be held with the
Chief Secretary, Finance Secretary and departments.
“Where there would be obstacles, we will take the neces-
sary decisions to remove those hurdles,” he said, urging
development departments — including Power, R&B,
PHE, Health, and Social Welfare — to accelerate their
pace of work. Touching on the broader national support
for J&K’s development, CM Omar shared details of his
recent meeting with Prime Minister Narendra Modi, say-
ing that the highest level in government of India wants to
see that in no way should Pahalgam attack derail the
process of governance and development in Jammu and
Kashmir. “That is our responsibility which we will have
to take care of,” he stated.Acknowledging the adverse
impact of recent events on the tourism sector, the Chief
Minister called for a collective effort to ensure a smooth
Amarnath Yatra without any inconvenience to the pil-
grims. He emphasized that the civil administration has
its own responsibilities which we will have to fulfill at
any cost.On the much-anticipated Rail-to-Kashmir proj-
ect, the Chief Minister expressed hope that the inaugura-
tion—originally scheduled for April 19 but postponed
due to inclement weather—would happen soon. “The
sooner we inaugurate the bridge and the train, the soon-
er the rumours will end and the rail will benefit us,” he
said.Reaffirming his commitment to governance, he said,
“What we manage to control are the areas of governance
that are directly our responsibility. And therein lies the
role of all of us sitting in this room… The people have put
us here to work together to deliver on their expectations.”

ACB arrests Incharge PP, GMC Jammu, his driver for accepting bribe

TP NEWS:
“I am born to serve the Jammu and

Kashmir Police and my country, India,”
45-year-old policeman Iftkhar Ali said
on Saturday, just days after he and his
eight siblings narrowly escaped depor-
tation to Pakistan – a fate averted only
through the timely intervention of the
high court.For Ali, who hails from
Mendhar sub-division near the Line of
Control (LoC) in Poonch district, the
uniform is more than a job – it’s a call-
ing. He has dedicated nearly half his life
in the police force, serving its various
wings with distinction and earning mul-
tiple commendations for his courage
and unwavering commitment to duty.

He was all praise for Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and Home Minister
Amit Shah and said he was confident
that the country’s leadership will not
allow his handing over to the “enemy
nation” on the “mere conspiracy” that
they belong to the part of J&K which is
under illegal occupation of Pakistan.

The nine members of the extended
family were among over two dozen peo-
ple mostly from Pakistan-occupied
Jammu and Kashmir (PoJK) who were
served ‘Leave India’ notices by the
authorities in Poonch, Rajouri and
Jammu districts and were taken to
Punjab for deportation to Pakistan on
Tuesday and Wednesday.

However, Ali and his eight siblings –
Mohd Shafiq (60), Nashroon Akhter
(56), Akseer Akhter (54), Mohd Shakoor
(52), Naseem Akhter (50), Zulfqar Ali
(49), Koser Parveen (47) and Shazia
Tabasum (42) — were brought back to
their village in Poonch after the High
Court of J&K and Ladakh admitted their
petition claiming that they were not
Pakistani nationals and have been living
in Salwah village for generations and
stayed their deportation.

In the aftermath of the Pahalgam ter-
ror attack on April 22 that left 26 per-
sons, mostly tourists, dead, the Centre
announced a slew of measures, includ-
ing the suspension of the Indus Waters
Treaty, downgrading diplomatic rela-
tions with Islamabad, and ordering all
Pakistanis on short-term visas to leave
India by April 27 or face action.“We
have a centuries-old history of being the
bona fide residents of Salwah with both
our parents and other ancestors were
buried in the village…the notice (on
April 26 by Deputy Commissioner,
Poonch) came as a shocker to our family
comprising more than 200 members,
including some serving in the Army,”
Ali said.Ali lives with his wife and three
children, all aged between six and 11

years.
In the midst of the situation, he said

they decided to approach the high court
and are grateful to the judiciary for giv-
ing them respite.

“(The) petitioners are not asked or
forced to leave UT of Jammu & Kashmir.
This direction is, however, subject to
objections from the other side,” Justice
Rahul Bharti said in an order on
Tuesday after hearing the plea of Ali,
who is currently posted at Katra, the
base camp for the pilgrims visiting Mata
Vaishno Devi Shrine.

The court directed the Deputy
Commissioner, Poonch to come forward
with furnishing of an affidavit with
respect to the status of property holding
if any by the petitioners and set May 20
as the next date of hearing of the case.

“We have a land holding of nearly five
hectares with another two hectares ille-
gally usurped by my maternal uncle
with whom we are having a long dis-
pute. The deportation notice is the out-
come of that very dispute because they
do not want to return our land,” Ali
claimed.

According to officials, Ali’s father
Faqur Din and mother Fatima Bi spent a
long time at a camp in Tralkhal after
they crossed over to PoK during the
1965 war. The couple and their nine chil-
dren returned to their village in
1983.After a long struggle, they were
admitted as permanent residents by the
J&K government between 1997 and 2000
but their nationality still remained
pending with the central government,
they said.

“I have served all the wings in the
police department over the past 27
years, which is evident from the scars on
my body, and the citations and rewards
which I have received from the depart-
ment for shedding my sweat and blood
for the country,” Ali said.He said the
most painful moment of his life was
when he was told that he did not belong
to this country.“I do not belong to
Pakistan and nobody is there for me. I
belong to India and this is my country. I
love the police from the core of my heart
and I am ready to sacrifice my life for the
country,” Ali said, reiterating his pledge
to protect this land with every breath he
takes. He also thanked his lawyers and
also the sociopolitical activist Safeer
Choudhary who extended his support
to the family.“I also come from Mendhar
and I know they have a genuine case so
I came forward on humanitarian
grounds to mobilise support in their
favour so that they are not deported to
Pakistan,” Choudhary said.

Born to serve J&K Police, India:
Cop after HC stays deportation

A parliament panel has

sought details from the
Centre about action taken
against some social media
influencers and platforms
allegedly "working
against the interest of the
country" following a ter-
ror attack in Jammu and
Kashmir's Pahalgam on
April 22. "Some social
media influencers and
social media platforms in
the country seem to be
working against the inter-
est of the country, which
is likely to incite vio-
lence," wrote Parliament's
Standing Committee on
Information Technology
to the ministries of
Information and
Broadcasting, and
Electronics and
Information Technology.

The panel has request-
ed the ministries to pro-
vide "contemplated
action to ban such plat-

forms under IT Act 2000
and Information Tech
nology (Intermediary
Guidelines and Digital
Media Ethics Code)
Rules, 2021".

The letter has been sent
to the secretaries of the
two ministries, who have
been asked to furnish the
information by May 8.

Terrorists killed 26 peo-
ple, mostly tourists, in
Pahalgam's popular
Baisaran valley, in the
deadliest attack on civil-
ians in recent times. India
has blamed Pakistan for
the attack, a charge
denied by
Islamabad.After the

attack, the government
launched a sweeping
crackdown on social
media, banning more
than a dozen Pakistani
YouTube channels for
allegedly spreading
"provocative" content. 

The banned platforms
include the YouTube
channels of Pakistani
news outlets Dawn,
Samaa TV, ARY News,
Bol News, Raftar, Geo
News and Suno News.

The sites were blocked
in India last week, with a
message reading it was
due to an "order from the
government related to
national security or pub-
lic order". The informa-
tion ministry, in an advi-
sory, called on journalists
and social media users to
"exercise utmost respon-
sibility" while reporting
on matters "concerning
defence and other securi-
ty related operations".

Commissioner Secretary, IT
Department; CEO, JaKeGA; Special
Director General, BISAG-N and
other senior officers associated with
implementation of digital transfor-
mation projects in the Union
Territory.During the meeting, the
Chief Secretary took stock of the
ongoing IT initiatives aimed at
enhancing service delivery and
improving user interfaces to ensure
ease of access for the end users. He
acknowledged the critical role of
BISAG-N in supporting govern-
ment’s efforts towards digital
empowerment and appreciated
their continued collaboration.

Dulloo emphasized the impor-
tance of strengthening the synergy
between BISAG-N and the UT gov-
ernment, calling for sustained coop-
eration to achieve new benchmarks
in IT infrastructure development
and public service delivery. He
directed all the concerned depart-
ments to proactively share relevant
data and information to facilitate
timely upgrades and improvements
in digital services.

Stressing the need for inter-
departmental coordination, the
Chief Secretary reiterated that each
department should designate a sen-
ior officer as a nodal officer to take
responsibility for ensuring timely
accomplishment of the given tasks.

Reviewing establishment of the

proposed Centre of Excellence in
Emerging Technologies, the Chief
Secretary enquired about the
progress made, including finaliza-
tion of the Detailed Project Report
(DPR) and the Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) between the
stakeholders. He called for expedit-
ing efforts to operationalize this
centre at the earliest.Among key
digital initiatives, the Chief
Secretary reviewed the progress on
rebranding of JK Samadhan public
grievance portal (Samadhan 2.0).
He also reviewed the integration of
KYC and Single Sign-On (SSO) sys-
tems across government services;
development of a portal for digitiza-
tion of cadastral maps and revenue
records to enable its real-time upda-
tion during different land transac-
tions. He also had appraisal of the
launch of a Price Bulletin mobile
application, creation of a compre-
hensive dashboard for the District
Good Governance Index and JK
Digital Digest of Statistics besides
development of Village/
Panchayat-level profiling of infra-
structure and amenities.

The Chief Secretary took notice of
the GIS-based land bank initiative
being jointly developed by the
Revenue, Industries and Forest
Departments with technical assis-
tance from BISAG-N to support sus-
tainable developmental and ecolog-
ical planning.

Upgradations to JKCIP, Kisan
Khidmat Ghar and the DakshKisan
Portal under the Agriculture
Production Department were keen-
ly discussed in the meeting. The
progress against each was noted
and directions passed for complet-
ing the tasks within the set timeline.

Further, the Chief Secretary
reviewed the development of a
comprehensive MSME Health
Clinic for monitoring the vitality of
small industries. He also reviewed
the development of various digital
modules for the Power
Development Department (PDD)
and Jal Shakti Department to opti-
mize service delivery and resource
management;Regarding the
Education department, he asked
about the status of e-content devel-
opment in local languages under
PM e-Vidya initiative.
Simultaneously, the AI-powered
personalised learning tools to assist
students in overcoming learning
gaps was too given due focus for its
early rolling out in the
schools.Other innovative projects
discussed included a multi-featured
mobile application for the Tourism
department, mining surveillance
system to curb illegal mining activi-
ties; digitisation of MSMEs,
Cooperative Banks and Societies
and modernization of several other
citizen services across the different
departments.

Heads of departments for floating the tenders of the
works at the earliest.The district wise works approved
included repair, renovation and augmentation of basic
amenities such as power, water, Toilet facilities at the var-
ious lodgement centres in the districts en route the annu-
al holy pilgrimage.The Divisional Commissioner directed
MD JPDCL to start work for providing power supply to
the lodgement centres and Yatra camps at Lakhanpur
Kathua, Bhagwati Nagar Jammu and in Chanderkote
Ramban and illumination works. He further asked the
Commissioner JMC and Deputy Commissioner Jammu
to start the process for tenders of works at Yatra camp
Bhagwati Nagar Jammu.

CS assesses IT initiatives taken to
improve services across govt deptts
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TP NEWS:
In a comprehensive review meeting

chaired by the Chief Secretary, Atal
Dulloo, the functioning of the public
grievance redressal system under the JK
Samadhan 2.0 portal was evaluated, with
a focus on the pace, quality and effective-
ness of responses by the government
departments and district administra-
tions.

The meeting was attended by the
Secretary, Public Grievances
Department, along with Administrative
Secretaries of various departments while
Deputy Commissioners from across the
UT participated virtually.

The Chief Secretary emphasized that
the success of any grievance redressal
mechanism lies not in mere registration
of complaints but in their satisfactory and
time bound resolution. He underlined
that timely redressal of citizens’ issues is
key towards reinforcing public faith in
the governance system and ensuring
their continued engagement with admin-
istrative platforms.

Dulloo made out that mere acknowl-
edgement of grievances does not inspire
confidence among the citizens. It is only
when their concerns are addressed
promptly and effectively will people feel
encouraged to bring issues to the atten-
tion of the administration.He described
public grievances as a valuable diagnos-
tic tool for assessing the health of gover-
nance at the grassroots level. An in-depth
analysis of grievances, he said, can serve
as a map highlighting recurring chal-
lenges within departments or particular
geographic areas. He urged the depart-
ments and district officials to utilize the
platform not just for grievance resolution
but as a means to strengthen the institu-
tional responsiveness and improve pub-
lic service delivery on ground.The Chief
Secretary laid special emphasis on the
quality of disposal, calling for grievance
redressal that leads to the utmost satisfac-
tion of the aggrieved citizen. He directed
that no grievance should remain unre-
solved beyond 30 days. He also instruct-
ed all the departments and Deputy
Commissioners to conduct regular
reviews of grievance status, ensuring that
no case remain pending unnecessarily
and that responsibility is fixed in cases of
unwarranted delay.

Stressing the need for broader citizen
participation, Dulloo tasked the
Grievances Department with increasing
awareness about the ‘JK Samadhan 2.0’
portal. He advised that the portal be
highlighted in all government outreach
programs and public meetings. He called
for periodic bulk SMS campaigns target-
ing the registered citizens to inform and
remind them about the availability and
utility of this grievance redressal plat-
form.Meanwhile, the Chief Secretary also
participated in a live demonstration of

the JK Samadhan 2.0 portal.
During the session, he appreciated the

improvements made in the portal and
recommended further technological
advancements to be taken up in collabo-
ration with BISAG-N to enable more
data-driven and insightful handling of
grievances.  He suggested integrating
features like heat maps based on griev-
ance types and locations, which would
allow departments to visually analyse
concentration of specific issues and areas
of concern. Moreover, he proposed the
use of Artificial Intelligence (AI) and
other advanced tools to analyse griev-
ances, classify them intelligently, and
ensure efficient, targeted and high-quali-
ty redressal of each of them.

The Chief Secretary lauded the signifi-
cant strides made by the department and
emphasized the need for focused efforts
in districts with lower coverage to ensure
equitable access to grievance redressal
mechanisms. He appreciated the data-
driven approach and urged for intensi-
fied IEC (Information, Education &
Communication) campaigns to further
boost public participation.

Highlighting the functioning of this
Department, Secretary, Public
Grievances, Aijaz Asad said that a mas-
sive surge in registrations under JK
Samadhan has been viewed during the
previous few months from January
onwards. He revealed that the same had
reached a significant milestone of
13,08,759 citizen registrations on the por-
tal till date.Elucidating further, he made
out that mere 12,932 citizen registrations
were there on this portal as on January 4,
2025 which increased upto 3,49,826 regis-
trations till February 5, 2025. He added
that a staggering 9,46,001 new registra-
tions were made during the past two
months only. Registrations had been
steadily growing since July 2024, which
saw only 1,429 registrations by then, he
concluded.

It was further disclosed that as of 30th
April 2025, the portal recorded 53,342
grievances from citizens, reflecting active
utilization of the platform to voice public
issues.  Out of the total, 39,971 grievances
(75%) had been successfully resolved and
13,371 grievances are currently under
active review of the departments for
quality resolution.

Thus JK Samadhan has effectively
managed over 1.3 million citizen registra-
tions and resolved three-fourths of the
grievances received, showcasing its role
as a reliable and responsive public
grievance redressal platform for citizens
of the UT.Moreover, it was given out that
at least a family member from each
household is being targeted for registra-
tion over this portal in order to enable
them to reach out to administrative
machinery for targeted assistance during
the hour of need.

Today it has proven
that the people are not scared,” he
said, adding that Kashmir is part of
India, was part of India and will
always remain its integral part.

Asked about the tensions
between the two countries, Dr
Farooq, as per KNO, said that the
tensions will flare up when they
have committed this action.
“People want to see an end of ter-
rorism. For how long are we going
to see this terrorism? We have been
witnessing it for the past 35 years
now. We want to move forward

and witness growth. But, they
(Pakistan) are halting our growth
and beehive that they will make us
beggars like their own country. We
don’t want to remain beggars as we
will have to move forward. We will
surely become a superpower one
day,” he added.

In response to another query on
the Indus Water Treaty, Dr Farooq
said, “We have been saying for a
long time that the IWT needs to be
reviewed. We are facing hardships
because of this treaty. Despite hav-
ing our own rivers, we are experi-
encing a water crisis. We are not
asking them to stop providing
water to them (Pakistan), but we
also have a right to it,” he said.

(Development &
Regulation) Act, 1992. It
prohibits, with immediate
effect, the direct or indirect
import and transit of all
goods originating in or
exported from Pakistan.

Kavinder applauded the
Centre’s swift action, say-
ing it reflects the Modi
government’s zero-toler-

ance policy towards terror
and unwavering commit-
ment to national security.
“Such actions are not just
policy shifts, they are
strong national statements.
The Pahalgam attack
demanded a decisive
answer—and this ban is
one of that answers,” he
said.

He added that economic
disengagement from
Pakistan is necessary to cut
off all indirect support to
its terror infrastructure.
“We cannot afford to trade
with a nation that constant-
ly bleeds our soldiers and
civilians. Enough is

enough,” he remarked.

US President Donald Trump imposed sweeping

new ‘reciprocal tariffs’ ranging from 10 per cent to 49
per cent on imports from nearly 60 countries, The
move risks igniting retaliatory measures worldwide,
with early signs of deepening economic strain
already visible in the tit-for-tat tariff war with China

Issuing an executive order citing “national emer-
gency” on April 2, 2025, US President Donald Trump
slapped additional customs duties branded as
“reciprocal tariffs” (RTs) — in the range of 10 — 49
per cent — on nearly 60 countries including India,
which faces a 26 per cent extra levy on most products
across industrial and farm categories. While a 10 per
cent baseline duty is applicable from April 5, 2025,
the full additional impost takes effect from April 9,
2025.The additional tariffs will apply over and above
the current US levies, which average 3.3 per cent on
a most favoured nation (MFN) basis. While the
above levies are applied country-wise, certain prod-
uct — level tariffs also take effect concurrently in all
countries.

A 25 per cent duty on steel and aluminium prod-
ucts has already become operational from March 12,
2025, and a 25 per cent impost on automobiles and
auto parts took effect from April 2, 2025. The US had
earlier announced special extra tariffs for three of its
largest trading partners — namely China, Mexico
and Canada.

On imports from China, the US imposed a 54 per
cent additional tariff (34 per cent RTs plus 20 per
cent special extra tariff). China retaliated by impos-
ing 34 per cent RTs on its imports from the US. The
latter retorted with an additional impost of 50 per
cent on imports from the former — taking the total to
104 per cent. This bullied China to impose a further
RT of 50 per cent on imports from the US, taking its
total additional tariff to 84 per cent. Trump escalated
the tariff war, levying a total of 125 per cent on
Chinese imports (including a 20 per cent Fentanyl-
linked tariff, which comes to 145 per cent). China has
struck again — increasing its additional tariff to
match the US at 125 per cent. Even as EU countries,
Japan and Australia had earlier hinted at retaliation,
Trump’s announcement of a 90-day truce with coun-
tries other than China (however, a 10 per cent base-
line duty will apply) has led them to defer their
plans for now. Reciprocal tariffs are trade duties that
one country imposes in response to tariffs placed on
its goods by another country.

In simple terms, if Country A charges extra taxes
on goods from Country B, then Country B does the
same in return. It’s like a “tit-for-tat” in trade. This
approach is seriously flawed. First, Country B need
not be importing the same goods from Country A
that the latter does from the former. Even when the
product basket is the same, the foundational princi-
ple of comparative advantage suggests that Country
B should import a product from Country A if the lat-
ter can deliver it at a lower price.It makes no sense
for Country B to artificially increase the price of the
product (albeit cheaper) coming from Country A by
imposing a higher import duty/tariff. There can be
exceptions to this foundational principle for less
developed or developing countries wherein the
Governments are committed to protecting certain
sectors. For instance, under the WTO rules, develop-
ing countries have the right to keep relatively higher
“bound tariffs” (giving reasonable room for tariff
hikes, if need be) for agricultural commodities.

The USA certainly doesn’t fall into this category.
Trump’s argument that the imposition of “RTs” will
help in re-invigorating domestic manufacturing by
prompting companies to invest in the USA is far-
fetched. Firms are enthused to invest and expand
capacities only when they are assured of demand.
But a levy of RTs will kill demand by pushing up
prices. And don’t forget the devastating effect on
demand for US products in other countries when the
latter go for “tit-for-tat”. Forget any gains — it could

take a serious toll on the US growth itself. According
to former US Treasury Secretary Larry Summers,
Trump’s RTs will wipe out nearly US $30 trillion —
roughly equivalent to its one-year GDP.

The manner of arriving at the applicable addition-
al tariff is mysterious. These tariffs seek to match the
tariff and non-tariff burden that American business-
es face while exporting to other countries. For
instance, in the case of India, he looks at not just the
existing tariffs but also loads on the tariff equiva-
lents of non-tariff barriers and other trade-impacting
measures like subsidies and currency adjustments.
This way, it arrives at a high figure of 52 per cent.
Having artificially inflated the number, Trump — in
a gesture of benevolence — says ‘we are imposing on
India an additional duty of 26 per cent only, which is
half of what New Delhi charged the US’.

The reality is that even the ‘discounted’ tariff of 26
per cent is more than double India’s current trade-
weighted tariff rate of 12 per cent on its imports from
the US. Such a disingenuous and opaque method of
arriving at RTs is evident in individual product cat-
egories. The resulting sharp increase in tariffs on
major export items from India such as chemicals,
metals, gems and jewellery, engineering, automo-
biles, food products etc. will have a devastating
effect on these sectors. India may have some reason
to feel relieved when it sees RTs on its exports to the
USA in juxtaposition with tariffs imposed on its key
Asian competitors — viz. China (125 per cent),
Vietnam (46 per cent), Thailand (36 per cent),
Bangladesh (37 per cent) etc. In textiles and gar-
ments, India will have a clear edge over China and
Bangladesh.

In electronics and telecom, steep tariffs on exports
from Vietnam and Thailand should give India a leg
up. In January 2025, the US imposed restrictions on
the export of computer chip — making equipment,
software, and high-bandwidth memory chips to
China. This has undermined the latter’s capabilities
to boost the production of its goods such as electron-
ics, automobiles etc. China has also been impacted
by EU countries imposing tariffs on their imports of
Chinese EVs. These measures targeting China
should help India find space for its electronics, EVs
and automobiles in US/EU markets.

Trump has kept pharmaceutical formulations
(besides energy and semiconductors) out of the
purview of reciprocal levies. India caters to nearly
half of the US market for branded generic medicines.
The Americans get these medicines very cheaply
when compared to the stuff made by US firms. It is,
therefore, natural that the Administration has
exempted their imports. The US has offered some
relief from its tariff assault to a country that takes
significant steps to remedy non-reciprocal trade
arrangements. For such countries, Trump says “I
may decrease or limit in scope the duties imposed
under this (reciprocal tariff) order.”

India has already taken some steps such as cutting
taxes on bourbon whiskey, fish feed, motorcycles,
mobile phone components and satellite parts. It
could offer more under the Bilateral Trade
Agreement (BTA) with the USA it intends to con-
clude by the end of 2025. But Trump won’t be satis-
fied with some more cuts here and there.He has put
forth big demands such as reforming India’s stock-
holding programme for food security, allowing the
import of GM (genetically modified) food, lowering
tariffs on farm products, amending its Patent Act to
allow evergreening (a fancy term for extending
patent protection for older drugs and delaying
generic alternatives), removal of ban on inventory-
based model in e-commerce, granting US firms
access to Government contracts including defence.

It won’t be possible for India to yield ground in
any of these areas. In February 2025, during a joint
press conference at the White House, Trump had
said Modi was “a much tougher negotiator” than
him. Events seem to be proving otherwise.

Trump’s ‘tariffs’ trigger
global trade turmoil

WHEN Hemant Deshmukh talks about
health and nutrition, the community in
Dang and Navsari, Gujarat, listens. This is

not just because Deshmukh is educated, unlike many
of them, but also because he happens to be a tribal like
them. Being from the same community has helped
Deshmukh build trust, make learning fun and
debunk myths and misconceptions to improve the
health and nutrition status of women, children and
adolescents in both these predominantly tribal dis-
tricts. Just how important reaching out to these com-
munities has been can be gauged from the data of the
latest National Family Health Survey 2019–2021
(NFHS-5).

According to NFHS-5, almost 77 per cent of adoles-
cent girls in Dang and 72 per cent in Navsari are
anaemic, and a significant percentage of tribal women
are impacted by anaemia (72 per cent in Dang and
about 60 per cent in Navsari). Further, anaemia preva-
lence among children under five is 82 per cent in Dang
and 75.3 per cent in Navsari — both higher than the
national average (67 per cent). It was these worrying
statistics that prompted CHETNA, the Ahmedabad-
based not-for-profit working on health and nutrition
awareness, to focus its attention on these two districts.
In March 2022, it began implementation of its three-
year project in 16 villages in these two districts to
improve nutritional status and access to healthcare
services for women, children and adolescents. The
first step of this project, called Arogya, was to ensure
that the cultural and traditional sensitivities of the
tribal community were respected. The decision to
choose Deshmukh as the field coordinator proved to
be a good one, as he not only belonged to the same
tribal community but also spoke the local dialect and
was well-versed in the local customs and beliefs. He
was able to counsel pregnant women, adolescents and
caregivers of children below five years in Dangi and
Kunki, the local dialects, on diets, health issues and
even menstruation. Deshmukh was helped by the
innovative anaemia kit developed by CHETNA to
raise awareness of nutritional anaemia. Largely illus-
trative, the kit has multiple communication tools,
including technical information on anaemia, a set of
three posters on key messages, a script for a role play
and a guide for the field workers on how to use these
tools.

Additionally, it comprises a handout of local folk
songs modified to include anaemia messages, and a
spinning disc game to make discussions on the caus-
es and prevention of anaemia engaging. The kit also
comprises a window chart. In this, the image of
women who eat greens and full meals are shown as
healthy; and to show how women who do not follow
this healthy diet look, an image of a weak and tired
woman is inserted atop it. Also handy was the kit
explainer — to assuage fears of anaemic pregnant
women that if they ate too much the baby would get
suffocated in the womb; or if they ate brinjals, the
baby would be dark-skinned; and that eating white-
coloured food would cause difficulty during labour.
Another effective strategy used was collaboration
with the local frontline health workers like the ASHA,
ANM and Anganwadi workers. By getting them on
board, Deshmukh was able to ensure an increase in
access to Government schemes related to maternal,
child and adolescent health. Thanks to the novel
multi-pronged strategies and the dedicated effort by
Deshmukh, women are no longer consulting witch
doctors — a practice popular before Arogya was initi-
ated. Instead, they are visiting primary and communi-
ty health centres close to their villages and are regis-
tering their pregnancies.

It marked one
of the deadliest terror
attacks at civilians in the
region in recent years.

Referring to the inci-
dent, Shah said, “I pay
tributes to those who lost

their lives in the
Pahalgam terror attack.
This is not just the sorrow
of their families, but a
shared grief felt by the
entire nation.”

He said India maintains
a strict zero-tolerance pol-
icy towards terrorism and
will not allow it to grow
in any part of the country.
“We will exact retribution
for every loss. Terrorism
will be uprooted from its
roots. The global commu-
nity stands with India in
this battle,” Shah said.

Earlier in the day, the
Home Minister also
addressed a gathering in
New Delhi during an
event to unveil the statue
of Bodofa Upendranath
Brahma, a prominent fig-
ure from Assam known
for his contributions to
the Bodo community.

At the event, Shah reit-
