After remaining shut
for almost 12 days in the
aftermath of the recent
hostilities between the
two countries, schools
falling in 30 locations
close to the Line of
Control and International
Border reopened in
Poonch, Rajouri, Jammu,
Samba and Kathua dis-
tricts. India had launched
Operation Sindoor on
May 7, targeting nine ter-
ror hubs in Pakistan and
P a k i s t a n - O c c u p i e d

Kashmir, in retaliation to
the April 22 terror attack
that killed 26 people in
south Kashmir’s
Pahalgam.

The heavy cross-border
shelling and air strikes
that followed had pushed
both the countries to the
brink of war, triggering
widespread fear and pre-
cautionary shutdowns.
The two countries agreed
for a pause in hostilities
on May 10. While most
schools in Jammu region
reopened by May 15,
those in close proximity to
the borders had remained
closed to ensure students’
safety as India continued
to keep vigil.

Army Chief lauds troops for
neutralising enemy 
drones in ‘Operation Sindoor’
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Op Sindoor: 7 out....
out of nine operations under Operation Sindoor from
areas south of the Pir Panjal range in Jammu and
Kashmir, targeting and destroying terror infrastructure
across the border.
“In our area of operation, we carried out seven of the nine
precision strikes under Operation Sindoor, effectively
destroying terror infrastructure,” he added.
Pakistan”s retaliatory attacks targeted civilian and Army
areas but caused no significant damage, he said.
“There was hardly any damage from their side. They tar-
geted multiple locations using drones, missiles, and
artillery, but our air defence systems responded meticu-
lously and neutralized all threats,” he said.
Under Operation Sindoor, India on early May 7
destroyed nine terror infrastructures in Pakistan and
Pakistan-Occupied Kashmir (PoK) in retaliation to the
April 22 Pahalgam terror attack. Following the Indian
action, Pakistan attempted to attack Indian military bases
on May 8, 9 and 10. The two sides reached an under-
standing on cessation of hostilities on May 10 after four
days of confrontations.
The Army official said Pakistan also attempted to attack
a divisional headquarters and two brigade headquarters,
but no damage was inflicted.
“In retaliation by our troops south of Pir Panjal, around
50 fatalities were inflicted on the adversary as we target-
ed their military formations,” the official said.“We did
not target civilian areas, unlike Pakistan,” he added.
The morale of Pakistani troops is low following
Operation Sindoor and the subsequent Indian response,
he said.“All intercepted communications point to the fact
that the morale of Pakistani troops is down,” he said,
adding that Indian troops are maintaining high morale.
He stated that the proxy war waged by Pakistan has
forced India to respond in a befitting manner.
“We will not tolerate such actions,” the officer asserted.
Men and machines are in full operational readiness along
the LoC, maintaining a high degree of vigilance over
adversary movements south of the Pir Panjal range.
“We are on high alert round the clock, monitoring every
movement along the border. We are fully prepared,” said
an officer commanding a unit deployed along the LoC.

The restructur-
ing includes creation of specialised units, establishment
of policy cells, and realignment of field offices for better
coordination and project execution, the meeting was
informed. The Architects Organisation, established in
1971 and responsible for high-value infrastructure proj-
ects across J&K, will also undergo structural changes to
revitalise its functioning and align with present-day
infrastructural needs.The Srinagar Municipal
Corporation (SMC), which has seen a significant expan-
sion in functions following the 74th Constitutional
Amendment, currently faces manpower and budgetary
constraints. The proposed reorganisation aims to rede-
fine its administrative setup for better efficiency and serv-
ice delivery.

“Rest of the schools along the Line of Control and
International Border reopened today,” said an official on
Monday. Zonal education officers have been instructed
to ensure that safety and security guidelines are strictly
adhered to in their respective jurisdictions, he said.

SIA files chargesheet ....
Abdul Aziz, resident of Hari Safeda, Surankote, District
Poonch, and Nazir Ahmed alias Naziroo alias Ali Khan,
a Pakistan-based terrorist who also hails from Hari
Safeda, Surankote.
Investigations have revealed that Abdul Aziz carried out
the grenade attack on instructions received from Nazir
Ahmed, who is currently operating from Pakistan.
Nazir Ahmed had exfiltrated to Pakistan in 2001, where
he joined the proscribed terror outfit Hizbul Mujahideen
(HM) and later became associated with the Jammu
Kashmir Gaznavi Force (JKGF), he said.
He added that towards the end of 2022, Nazir Ahmed re-
established contact with Abdul Aziz, his relative,
through encrypted messaging applications using
Pakistan-based numbers. During this time, he radicalized
and recruited Aziz into HM/JKGF, instructing him to
carry out grenade attacks in District Poonch to further the
terror outfit’s agenda and ideology.
Nazir Ahmed not only indoctrinated and recruited
Abdul Aziz but also supplied him with hand grenades
and detailed instructions for the execution of the attack
through encrypted communication channels, the
spokesman said.
He added that the investigation revealed a wider con-
spiracy by the Pakistan-sponsored Hizbul Mujahideen to
destabilize the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir.
“The act aimed to spread terror, incite communal vio-
lence, and undermine public peace by creating fear
among the common people,” he said.He added that the
filing of the chargesheet underscores the SIA’s unwaver-
ing resolve to dismantle terror networks and safeguard
the peace and security of Jammu and Kashmir.

“Russia, Ukraine will....
UNLIMITED POTENTIAL FOR RUSSIA-US TRADE'
Donald Trump, who has been claiming that he brings
trade into all aspects of geopolitics, took another oppor-
tunity today to bring it up, saying, "Russia wants to do
large scale trade with the United States when this cata-
strophic 'bloodbath' is over, and I agree." He added that
this would allow Moscow to "create massive amounts of
jobs and wealth" in the country drained of financial
resources arising out of the war expenditure and sanc-
tions imposed on it.
The potential for US-Russia trade is "unlimited" he said in
his post on social media platform Truth Social. President
Trump, who had claimed last week that "nobody uses
trade the way I do", played that card when he spoke
about Ukraine too. "Ukraine can be a great beneficiary on
Trade, in the process of rebuilding its country," he men-
tioned.
'ON THE RIGHT PATH, SAYS PUTIN'
Russian President Vladimir Putin described the phone
call with Trump as "useful". He acknowledged that last
week's negotiations in Istanbul - the first direct talks
between Ukraine and Russia since the start of the war -
has "put the world on the right path" towards resolving
the conflict in Ukraine. However, in an apparent message
for Ukraine's Zelensky, the Russian President also urged
for "compromises" in order to attain peace.
The Russian President underscored Moscow's willing-
ness to "work" with Kyiv, speaking about a "memoran-
dum" as a prelude to a possible peace deal.
President Putin also thanked his US counterpart for sup-
porting the resumption of direct talks between Moscow
and Kyiv. He also said that the US President had taken
note of Russia's support for peace in the region. "We have
agreed with the President of the United States that Russia
will propose and is ready to work with the Ukrainian
side on a memorandum on a possible future peace
accord, defining a number of positions, such as, for exam-
ple, the principles of settlement, the timing of a possible
peace agreement," Mr Putin said.

Strong gusty winds....
Reports of damage have been received from Pulwama
district, where High-Density Apple farm suffered mas-
sive damage.
A local farmer said nearly 600 trees were damaged in the
gusty winds, causing extensive losses to them. He
appealed to the government to look into the matter.
Moreover, several houses got partially damaged in south
Kashmir areas in the gusty winds.In north Kashmir's
Baramulla district, several structures, the rooftops of
houses wand a Dar-ul-Uloom were damaged. Several
trees were uprooted during the gusty winds in the dis-
trict.Similar reports of damage were reported from
Soproe areas. Besides, over half a dozen sheep belonging
to a nomad family were killed while nine others were
injured in Peerina forests in Baramulla.
The incident, as per the officials, occurred at around 10:30
pm after trees fell on the livestock in the forests.
Reports of damage were also reported from the
Tangmarg area where multiple shops and houses suf-
fered damage last night.The rooftop of a shrine in
Wakura area in Ganderbal was damaged while several
houses in Kangan sub-division suffered damage during
the strong gusty winds. Massive damage has been
reported from Gagangarhama village as well. The trees
got uprooted at multiple places, including Peerpora
Ganderbal, causing panic among the masses. In Srinagar,
the windowpanes of dozens of houses were damaged in
multiple areas while the rooftop of a Masjid in Gadood
Bagh area was also damaged.

He highlighted the Civil
List as an important tool
for transparency, offering a
structured view of the
country’s administrative
leadership.Dr. Jitendra
Singh proposed AI based
options like AI based
search option into the e-
Civil List. This enhance-
ment, he noted, could
allow domain-specific
searches to help identify
suitable officers for mis-
sion mode and other tar-
geted government proj-

ects, while ensuring that
access to such features
remains appropriately
restricted. The Minister
also stressed the impor-
tance of regularly updat-
ing the digital list to main-
tain its relevance and utili-
ty.It also provides cadre-
wise strength, the number
of officers retiring over the
next five years, and
appointment data from
1969 onwards.

PDF with embedded
hyperlinks, the e-book
offers a user-friendly inter-
face that enables instant
access to information.

Jitendra Singh said, adding
that the move reflects the
Centre’s larger push for
digital governance.The
Minister described the ini-
tiative as part of the
Government of India’s
Digital India mission,
aimed at modernizing sys-
tems and improving citi-
zen-centric services.

discontinuing the printing
of hard copies, the depart-
ment is also saving on gov-
ernment expenditure and
contributing to eco-friend-
ly governance practices.
He congratulated the
Secretary and the entire
DoPT team for their suc-
cessful effort in bringing
out this digital
initiative.The DoPT, as the
cadre-controlling authority
of IAS officers, compiles
the Civil List annually
using inputs from central
records and state cadres.

In a major Human Resource

boost to the rural sector, the Jammu
and Kashmir government has
appointed 122 Junior Assistants
(UT/Divisional/District Cadre) in
the Rural Development and
Panchayati Raj (RDD&PR) depart-
ment, addressing a critical shortage
of clerical staff that had plagued the
field offices since 2021.

The appointments, finalized
through the Jammu and Kashmir
Services Selection Board (JKSSB),
followed the referral made by the
Rural Development Department to
the recruitment agency.  The final
selection list, issued recently, marks
completion of a prolonged process
aimed at addressing the staffing
gap that had persisted since 2021.

The appointments included a
structured distribution across vari-
ous administrative levels, with 1
post allocated at the UT level, 2
posts each for the divisional cadres

of Jammu and Kashmir, 55 posts
distributed among districts in the
Jammu division and 62 posts
assigned to districts in the Kashmir
division.

The recruitment drive is aimed to
fill the critical clerical and executive
staff vacancies at district-level RDD
offices and Block Development
Offices (BDO) throughout the UT.

Secretary, RDD&PR, Mohammad
Aijaz Asad, emphasized that the
recruitment is a significant boost
for the department and will
strengthen the public service deliv-
ery mechanism. "The recruitment of
Junior Assistants is a long-overdue
measure, aimed at reinforcing rural
governance and ensuring timely
service delivery to the public," he
asserted.Aijaz Asad said that the
newly recruited Junior Assistants
will play a pivotal role in expedit-
ing the file processing in rural
offices, improving public grievance
redressal systems, strengthening

implementation of welfare schemes
and providing much needed sup-
port to the overburdened Block
Development Offices (BDOs),
thereby enhancing the overall effi-
ciency of rural governance in
Jammu and Kashmir.

Among the 122 posts, 120 have
been cleared for immediate
appointment, while 2 posts are
withheld pending further recom-
mendations. The selected candi-
dates are required to submit their
Personal Verification Roll (PVR)
within 21 days to secure their
appointment.

Last year, the Jammu and
Kashmir government appointed
1,395 Panchayat Secretaries across
various districts, significantly bol-
stering the workforce in the Rural
Development and Panchayati Raj
(RDD&PR) department. Prior to
that, the government had appoint-
ed 1,889 Panchayat Accounts
Assistants.

Govt appoints 122 Junior Assistants to
address clerical staff shortage in RDD

TP NEWS:
The drinking water

supplied across the Union
Territory is safe for con-
sumption with its regular
monitoring under a
robust and transparent
mechanism.

A comprehensive water
quality monitoring and
surveillance system has
been established in J&K,
comprising a network of
02 Union Territory level
and 20 district level
NABL accredited labs
besides 76 Sub-divisional
level testing facilities.

During the financial

year 2024–25, a total of
2.66 lakh water quality
tests were conducted cov-
ering 6,122 villages in
J&K. Out of these, only 78
samples were found to be
contaminated, primarily
due to turbidity, which is
a temporary and seasonal
phenomenon usually
occurring during heavy
rains. Immediate remedi-
al measures were taken in
76 of these cases, result-
ing in a 98% rate of cor-
rective action, which
stands significantly high-
er than the national aver-
age of 62%. Moreover, the

contamination rate of
0.03% in J&K is notably
lower than the national
contamination average of
4.1%, showcasing the
UT’s better performance
in ensuring water safety.

It is also pertinent to
mention that during the
ongoing financial year
2025–26, around 25,000
samples have already
been tested, so far, and
not a single case of con-
tamination has been
reported. These figures
reflect the seriousness
with which the depart-
ment treats water safety.

The Department of Jal
Shakti remains fully com-
mitted towards providing
safe and clean drinking
water to every household
in Jammu & Kashmir.
Any sporadic issue like
those arising due to tur-
bidity are being swiftly
addressed through a well
established protocol.

The Department
assures that the water
supply in the UT is safe,
routinely tested and
among the best perform-
ing in the country in
terms of quality assur-
ance and responsiveness.

Jal Shakti deptt tests 2.66 lakh drinking water 
samples across 6,122 villages in J&K during 2024-25

on Friday said to have registered a case against the then
Teacher, Incharge Headmaster of Government Middle
School, Jandreli, Zone Chassana, Contractor and others
for misappropriation of funds.

A spokesman in a statement said that ACB has regis-
tered a case under FIR number 01/2025 in Police
Station ACB Udhampur under sections 5(1) (d) r/w 5
(2) of J&K P.C Act, Svt. 2006 and section 120-B RPC
against a public servant Sajjad Hussain, then Teacher
(Incharge Headmaster) of Govt. Middle School
Jandreli, Zone Chassana, District Reasi, Abdul Aziz,
Contractor and others and started investigation.

“An enquiry was conducted by ACB against above
named Govt. Official after receipt of a report from

Director School Education Jammu substantiating there-
in the allegations of misappropriation of funds and use
of substandard material in school building of Middle
School Jandreli, Zone Chassana,” the statement reads.

It surfaced during the course of probe that funds to
the tune of Rs 11.50 lakhs were released in favour of
Sajjad Hussain, then Teacher (Incharge Headmaster) of
Govt. Middle School Jandreli, Zone Chassana under
SSA scheme for construction of School Building of
Middle School Jandreli by then ZEO Chassana during
the period 2016-17.“The construction work was carried
out by said Sajjad Hussain through contractor Abdul
Aziz without observing codal formalities/norms
meant for the purpose, besides withdrawal of funds
etc,” the statement added.

During spot visit by the Engineering Wing of ACB,

many short comings were observed like cracks
between slab and beams, non-execution of electric
work, face lifting, cement flooring, and fixing of glass
strips, door/window/shutter etc.

“Apart from, non-maintenance of cash book as well
as payment made without following the codal proce-
dure etc. are also observed as a result of which a loss to
the tune of Rs 1,65,634.86 has been caused to Govt.
exchequer,” ACB spokesman said.

By acting in the manner, Sajjad Hussain, teacher (I/C
Headmaster), by abuse of his official position and in
league with contractor Abdul Aziz and others executed
the substandard work of said school building, thereby
conferred undue benefit to contractor and others and
corresponding gain to himself, he said, adding that fur-
ther investigation in the case is going on.

As tensions between India and Pakistan simmer

dangerously close to conflict, the toll is already
immense. From billion-dollar defence expenditures
to devastated trade, stock market shocks, and rising
fuel taxes, the true cost of war is borne not by
Generals or Governments — but by the people

I am sick and tired of old men sending young
innocent boys to die in their wars,” said George
McGovern, a US senator who was a voice against the
Vietnam War.

That was indeed a sane voice for warring coun-
tries. It is not just young boys, but now girls as well
and it has a terrible cost on a country in terms of
monetary expense and well-being. So far, it is not a
war between India and Pakistan. It is the warming-
up process — and it, too, has a cost. Missiles,
drones, aircraft, machine guns, rifles, or every bit
used for the war has cost — including food for the
warring men.

Most battleground materials are never collected
and left there. It dumps costs on the people of the
country that supports a war. A major loss since May
7 is the death of Rajouri’s Additional Deputy
Commissioner Raj Kumar Thapa in a Pakistan
shelling. There have been at least 19 deaths of other
civilians and many injured, apart from the losses
along the border.

Pakistan specialises in low-cost manoeuvres but
inflicts heavy losses on India through proxy wars,
air space closure, and decoy unarmed or low-explo-
sive drone attacks in swarms near Jaisalmer. It
attracts heavy responses from India as it cannot risk
not to combat.

The common joke is, “Decoy Rs 10 drones face
million-dollar action.” So how much India might
have spent in the first three days of the assault since
May 7 can be an approximation.

Thirty-two airports closed and many flights were
cancelled. Suspension of commercial IPL cricket is
expensive. 

The BSE stock investors have lost Rs 13 lakh crore
since May 6. The BSE lost 156 points — Rs 6 lakh
crore — on May 6; gained 106 points on May 7; lost
412 points — nearly Rs 5 lakh crore — on May 8; and
lost 880 points — about Rs 2 lakh crore — on May 9
as tension mounted.

Both currencies of India and Pakistan are under
pressure. BrahMos missiles cost between $2.5 to $5.6
million. Smaller missiles cost less. Kamikaze drones
cost $500 each. The sorties are never flown alone.

Deployment, manning, logistics, and troop move-
ments have separate costs. Precision bombardment
with hi-tech drones costs Russia roughly $350,000
per target struck.

The Kh-22 air-to-ground missile’s target cost is
said to be around $1 million. During the low-inten-
sity Kargil conflict, India reportedly spent Rs 14.6
billion per day while Pakistan spent close to Rs 3.7
billion per day.According to an analysis by the
UAE-based Foreign Affairs Forum, even a brief con-
ventional war could cost India between Rs 1,460
crore and Rs 5,000 crore per day. A prolonged con-
flict could trigger massive economic disruptions,
with estimated daily losses surpassing $17.8 billion
(Rs 1.34 lakh crore). 

The cost of the present conflict is so heavy that the
Government is mulling recovering some of it from
common citizens. It is considering doubling excise
duty on petrol and diesel to Rs 4 from Rs 2 levied a
fortnight back.

It is estimated to realise Rs 64,000 crore. This is
over the 2025–2026 defence allocation of Rs 6.81 tril-
lion (USD 78.3 billion), a 9.5 per cent rise over
2024–25.  Of this, only 26.4 per cent is for new
acquisitions.

Pakistan increases its 2025–26 military budget by
18 per cent to Pakistani Rs 6.8 lakh crore ($80 bil-
lion). About 22 per cent is for new weapons. A
report by the Federation of Indian Chambers of
Commerce and Industry highlights that ongoing
India–Pakistan tensions have significantly limited
trade between the two — making it minimal com-
pared to India’s trade with neighbours like
Bangladesh and Sri Lanka.

Following the Pulwama attack, Pakistan’s exports
to India plummeted from $550 million to just
$480,000, while Indian exports — mainly pharma-
ceuticals, chemicals, and agricultural goods —
totalled around $1.2 billion.

The India–Pakistan conflict squeezes out 3 per
cent of India’s economic potential, according to an
analysis done by the Mumbai-based think tank
Strategic Foresight Group in 2004.

In a report titled Cost of Conflict, the group
analysed military expenditures of the two countries
to conclude that even low-intensity warfare could
have “financial costs, human lives and policy loss-
es.” Each war — 1948, 1962, 1965, 1971, and 1999
Kargil — cost the nation enormously. Since 1947,
each war brought claims of victory — but both sides
paid in blood, broken trust, and lost chances for
peace. Kashmir remains contested and borders
tense. The borders didn’t just divide land — they
divided minds.

Decades later, the quest is if either side truly won,
or did both lose what mattered most? Let us take the
crucial Peer Panjal Pass.

After tough battles and the loss of soldiers’ lives,
India won and returned it to Pakistan at the negoti-
ating table. By 2003, India had raised its military
budget from Rs 560 billion to Rs 653 billion, while
Pakistan’s increased slightly from Rs 158 billion to
Rs 160 billion.

Parliament Attack Post the December 13th, 2001
terrorist attack on Parliament House, India spent
$600 million between December 2001 and January
2002, and Pakistan $400 million on military pre-
paredness.

According to the Strategic Foresight Group, an
Indian think tank, the total cost of the standoff —
driven by heightened tensions and the looming
threat of nuclear conflict — exceeded $3 billion in
just a few months.In the 1971 war, around 3,843
Indian soldiers and nearly 8,000 Pakistani soldiers
lost their lives, with the conflict ending in India cap-
turing over 93,000 Pakistani prisoners of war. While
exact figures on civilian casualties and disappear-
ances are unavailable, the Strategic Foresight Group
estimates that the four wars between India and
Pakistan directly affected at least one lakh families
through human loss.

Pakistan reneges repeatedly on its commitment to
peace. It foments a terror proxy war, imposing huge
costs on India.

“Although there have been occasional moves
toward confidence — building measures and, most
recently, toward more open borders for trade, deep
mistrust and suspicion mark this sibling rivalry,”
said a paper by the US-based Atlantic Council,
which analysed the opportunity cost of an India –
Pakistan conflict, arguing that war is the last thing
the subcontinent needs.

The remedy is not simple. The common forum,
SAARC, has been supine for a decade. Pakistan
should be forced to the negotiating table before yet
another flare-up.A low-cost war suits Pakistan —
but India must call the shots to save young lives,
economic growth and the future of the Indian sub-
continent. For now the war is paused and that is a
sigh of relief but efforts must be made to make it
permanent.

In a significant verdict, the

Supreme Court on Monday held all
high court judges, including addi-
tional judges, will be entitled to full
pension and retirement benefits.

The top court said the former
chief justices of the high court will
get Rs 15 lakh per annum as pen-
sion.Observing that denial would
amount to violation of right to
equality under Article 14 of the
Constitution, a bench comprising
Chief Justice B R Gavai and Justice
Augustine George Masih said full
pension will be paid to all irrespec-
tive of when they were appointed
and whether they retired as addi-
tional judges or were later made
permanent.The bench said discrim-
inating among judges based on the
timing of their appointment or their
designation violates this funda-
mental right. The CJI, pronouncing
the verdict, said families of

deceased additional high court
judges are also entitled to the same
pension and retirement benefits as
families of permanent judges.

The bench said it has examined
Article 200 of the Constitution
which pertained to pension payable
to retired high court judges.

“We hold any discrimination
among (high court) judges for ter-
minal benefits after retirement will
be violative of Article 14. Thus, we
hold all the high court judges irre-
spective of when they entered and
thus entitled to full pension,” it
said.It said there shall be no distinc-
tion between the judges who were
elevated from the Bar and from
those who came from district judi-
ciary. The bench said those covered
under the new pension scheme will
also get the same pension.

“We also hold the high court
judges who retired as additional
judges will get full pension and any

distinction between judges and
additional judges will be doing to
violence to the condition,” the
bench said.“The Union (of India)
shall pay a full pension of 13.50
lakh per annum to judges of the
high courts, including additional
judges,” it said.The detailed judge-
ment is awaited.The top court had
reserved the judgement on January
28 on the pleas including ‘In Re Re-
fixation Of Pension Considering
Service Period In District Judiciary
and High Court’.

Disparity was alleged in payment
of pensions to high court judges on
several grounds, including whether
a judge was permanent or addition-
al judge at the time of retirement.

The high court judges, who were
elevated from district judiciary and
covered under the NPS, were get-
ting lesser pension in comparison
to those elevated directly from the
Bar, the pleas alleged. 

All High Court judges entitled
to full pension: Supreme Court

Pakistan attempted to target the Golden Temple in

Amritsar with drones and missiles on the intervening
night of May 7–8 in retaliation against India’s strikes on
nine terrorist sites in Pakistan and Pakistan-occupied
Kashmir, Major General Kartik C Seshadri, General
Officer Commanding (GOC) of the 15th Infantry
Division, revealed on Monday.The senior Indian Army
officer said Pakistan had no legitimate military targets

and was expected to strike civilian and religious sites
in India.“Knowing that the Pak Army does not have
any legitimate targets, we anticipated that they would
target Indian military installations, civilian targets
including religious places,” he told news agency. "Of
these, Golden Temple appeared to be the most promi-
nent,” he added. "We mobilised additional modern air
defence assets to give a holistic air defence umbrella
cover to Golden Temple,” Major General Seshadri said.
