Among states, Kerala has the highest caseload at 430, a rise of
335 cases over the past week. It is followed by Maharashtra at
209 cases, of which 153 were reported in the past seven
days.This week, Delhi became the third state or union territory
(UT) to cross 100 active Covid-19 cases, with the national capital
reporting an increase of 99 cases since May 19.
Gujarat (87 active cases) and Karnataka (47 active cases) also

saw an increase of 76 and 34 cases respectively in the last week.
To counter this surge, several states and UTs have come out with
advisories asking both government and private hospitals to
ensure preparedness in terms of beds, oxygen, antibiotics and
other drugs. State governments have also asked hospitals for
daily reporting of Influenza-like illnesses (ILIs) and Severe
Acute Respiratory Illnesses (SARI) to the Centre’s Integrated
Health INformation Platform (IHIP) Central health authorities
also swung into action last week, holding several review meet-
ings to assess the situation in the country, according to official
sources in the health ministry. On the recent rise, Rajiv Bahl,
director general (DG) at the Indian Council of Medical Research
(ICMR) said that cases have been rising in the southern and
western parts of India, and now a surge is being seen in the
northern region.  “We are monitoring the situation through the
Integrated Disease Surveillance Program (IDSP), which tracks
cases nationwide,” he added. The review comes amid a notice-
able uptick in Covid cases in Hong Kong and Singapore in
recent weeks. According to reports, Hong Kong had reported an
increase in respiratory samples testing positive for Covid —
from 6.21 per cent in early April 2025 to 13.66 per cent in the
week ending May 10. Similarly, Singapore recorded a 28 per
cent rise in estimated Covid cases in the first week of May 2025,
with infections reaching 14,200. “The review meeting, led by the
Union Health Secretary and the Director General (DG) of the
Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR) last week found
that most of the cases in India are mild and under home care,”
sources added. The ministry has stated that it remains vigilant
and through its multiple agencies, is proactively monitoring the
situation. Experts believe the SARS-CoV-2 variants currently cir-
culating in Singapore are LF.7 and NB.1.8 — both descendants
of the JN.1 variant of Omicron, which was also behind a rise in
infections in India early last year.  According to data from the
Indian SARS-CoV-2 Genomics Consortium (Insacog), India has
already registered four cases of the LF.7 variant from Gujarat
and one case of N.1.8.1 sub variant from Tamil Nadu this month.

The statement reads that during the course of verification, it was
revealed that the GOI launched post matric scholarship scheme
to ST candidates to complete their education by way of provid-
ing financial assistance in the shape of scholarship amounting Rs
18,000 per student plus Rs 2300 maintenance allowance.
“The objective behind PMS scheme was to provide financial
assistance to ST students studying at post matriculation or post-
secondary stage to enable them to complete their education and
reimbursement of compulsory fee to students charged by recog-
nized Institute. The private institutes situated in Jammu man-
aged documents of ST students of far-flung areas and submit
same to the office of Directorate of Tribal Affairs, but the officers
of Tribal Affairs Department without checking the genuineness
of institutes as well as infrastructure/course contents provided
by institutes, even without ensuring the end use of scholarship
amount, disbursed the scholarship fee worth crores during 2014
to 2018 directly in the bank accounts of these Institutes,” it reads.
It added that the verification further reveals that the students
against whom payment released neither sought admission nor
attended the free computer course.“”Some of students though
sought admission under the scheme but never attended or par-
tially attended the computer course. However, the benefit in the
shape of full tuition fee was credited to the accounts of different
computer institutions. Furthermore, one of the institutes, in
order to increase the strength, managed the documents of ST
students of far-flung areas and filled scholarship forms on their
names.”
It further reads that some fake bank accounts were opened for
ST students without their consent and knowledge, as it was
mandatory to fill account number in the form for crediting main-
tenance allowance directly in the accounts of students.
“Even few institutes were not having proper accreditation with
NIELIT, but the fees were disbursed accordingly. By acting in
this manner, the officers of Directorate of Tribal Affairs
Department, by sheer abuse of their official positions and in
criminal conspiracy with owners of Institutes/beneficiaries, by
way of manipulating records as well as violating guidelines of
Post-Matric Scholarship Scheme, misappropriated huge amount
of Government funds worth crores during the year 2014 to 2018,
as a result of which a huge loss has been caused to the
Government exchequer. Further investigation in the case is
going on,” it added.

“Fourteen of our civilians lost their lives in Poonch, two in
Rajouri and one each in Uri (Baramulla district) and Jammu in
the indiscriminate Pakistani shelling,” he added flanked by
other members of his team.Sharma said that in addition, 1,500 to
2,000 structures – mostly residential houses – were damaged
along with heavy loss to livestock and the agriculture yield in
the border areas.“Operation Sindoor was the reaction of our
forces to the act of terror that left 26 persons, mostly tourists,
dead. The precise and targeted action brought Pakistan on its
knees, but the terror supporting country resorted to indiscrimi-
nate attacks on the residential areas on this side of the border,”
he added, reiterating the government’s resolve that Operation
Sindoor has only been suspended and any act of terror in future
would be considered as an act of war.Sharma, who is also the
general secretary of J&K BJP, said that his team visited all the
shelling-hit areas, including Hiranagar, Suchetgarh, Arnia, R S
Pura, Chamb, Planwala, Akhnoor, Rajouri, Nowshera, Poonch,
Mendhar and Surankote in Jammu region and Uri in Baramulla
and Tangdhar in Kupwara district of north Kashmir. “The 10-
day tour culminated the day before yesterday and was witness
to heavy damage to structures on the ground besides the loss of
lives and the livestock and injuries to many.

already started the process for which the border residents
expressed their thanks to the government.

·        Streamlined Electoral Roll
Updation: For more accurate and timely
electoral roll updation, the ECI will now
directly obtain death registration data
from the RGI (Registrar General of India)
database, with updates following due ver-
ification.

·        Voter Information Slip Revamp:
Voter Information Slips will be made more
elector-friendly, with the serial number
and part number of the voter prominently
displayed for ease of identification.

B. Engaging with Political Parties:
·        Pan-India All-Party Meetings: The

ECI has successfully conducted 4,719 pan-
India all-party meetings at the CEO, DEO,
and ERO levels, with over 28,000 represen-
tatives of political parties participating,
fostering dialogue and collaboration.

·        High-Level Consultations: The
Election Commission held direct meetings
with the heads of prominent National and
State political parties, including AAP, BJP,
BSP, CPI(M), and NPP, to address key
electoral issues.

·        Capacity Building for Booth Level
Agents: Capacity building programs for
Booth Level Agents (BLAs) of political par-
ties have been initiated at the India
International Institute of Democracy and
Election Management (IIIDEM) in Bihar,
Tamil Nadu, and Puducherry.

C. Driving Procedural Reforms:

·        Integrated Dashboard - ECINET: A
significant step towards digitalization, the
ECI has introduced a new Integrated
Dashboard – ECINET. This aims to pro-
vide all services for all stakeholders at a
single point, effectively replacing over 40
separate applications and websites with a
single, comprehensive platform.

India has become the

fourth largest economy in
the world, overtaking
Japan, NITI Aayog CEO
BVR Subrahmanyam has
said.

Subrahmanyam said
the overall geopolitical
and economic environ-
ment is favourable to
India. “We are the fourth
largest economy as I
speak. We are a USD 4
trillion economy as I
speak,” he said.Citing
IMF data,
Subrahmanyam said
India today is larger than
Japan. Till 2024, India was
the fifth-largest economy
in the world.

“It is only the US, China
and Germany which are
larger than India, and if
we stick to what is being
planned and what is
being thought through, in
2.5-3 years, we will be the

third largest economy,”
Subrahmanyam said.

The International
Monetary Fund (IMF), in
its World Economic
Outlook (WEO) report
released in April had said
that India is expected to
be the fourth largest econ-
omy in the world with a
GDP of USD 4.19 trillion
in 2025, ahead of Japan.

India’s nominal GDP
for 2025 (FY26) is expect-
ed to be USD 4.187 billion
marginally more than the
likely GDP of Japan
which is estimated at
USD 4.187 billion, the
IMF had said.

According to IMF data,
India’s per capita income
has doubled from USD
1,438 in 2013-14 to USD
2,880 in 2025.

The IMF in its WEO
report also said the Indian
economy is projected to
grow at 6.2 per cent in

2025-26, slower than earli-
er estimated rate of 6.5
per cent, due to escalated
trade tensions and global
uncertainty.

“For India, the growth
outlook is relatively more
stable at 6.2 per cent in
2025, supported by pri-
vate consumption, partic-
ularly in rural areas,” the
IMF had said.

According to the
report, the global growth
is projected at 2.8 per cent
in 2025, lower by 0.5 per-
centage points estimated
earlier. In 2026, the global
economy is estimated to
grow at 3 per cent.

NITI Aayog approach
paper titled “Viksit Rajya
For Viksit Bharat @ 2047'
said from being consid-
ered a part of the ‘fragile
five’ economies of the
world, India rose to
become the top five
economies of the world in

just a decade.
The World Bank

defines high-income
countries as those whose
annual per capita income
is more than USD 14,005
(2024- 25). India has the
potential and aims to be a
high-income country by
2047. The approach paper
said a Viksit Bharat @
2047 will be a USD 30 tril-
lion economy.

“It will have all the
attributes of a developed
country with a per capita
income that is compara-
ble to the high-income
countries of the world
today,; the paper said.

According to the paper,
in order to achieve the
goal of a Viksit Bharat by
2047, an overall frame-
work for strategic inter-
ventions and reforms
based on six key building
blocks, with a total of 26
themes covered across all
the building blocks have
been identified.

The six key building
blocks are: Macro-
Economic Goals and
Strategy; Empowered
Citizens; A Thriving and
Sustainable Economy;
Technology and
Innovation Leadership; A
Global Leader, Vishwa
Bandhu; Enabling factors
— Governance, Security
and Justice delivery. 

India takes over Japan to become the
fourth-largest economy: NITI Aayog CEO
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TP NEWS:
Sunil Sharma, Leader of

Opposition in the Jammu
and Kashmir Assembly,
expressed his deep con-
cern over the recent reso-
lutions passed by the
National Conference
(NC) during its Executive
Meeting. Sharma criti-
cized the party for delib-
erately ignoring the mon-
umental success of
Operation Sindoor, a
landmark counter-terror-
ist military operation con-
ducted by the Indian
forces, which has received
global acclaim.

Sharma said Operation
Sindoor has not only
boosted India's counter-
terrorism credentials but
has also showcased the
unmatched professional-
ism, valour, and strategic
precision of the Indian
armed forces. "It is disap-
pointing that in all the
seven resolutions passed
by the National
Conference, there is not a
single word of recogni-

tion or appreciation for
the Indian forces who put
their lives at risk for the
unity and integrity of the
nation," he said.

The senior BJP leader
emphasized that
Operation Sindoor was a
well-coordinated and
meticulously executed
mission that inflicted
heavy damage on terror
camps across the border,
including inside Pakistan
and Pakistan-occupied
Jammu & Kashmir
(PoJK). “The bravery of
our forces is unmatched.
Their dedication to safe-
guarding the sovereignty
of India deserves nothing

but the highest honor and
recognition,” Sharma
stated.

He further slammed the
NC for including a resolu-
tion advocating Indo-Pak
talks, calling it "beyond
the scope" of a state party.
Sharma reminded the NC
leadership that matters
related to international
diplomacy fall strictly
within the ambit of the
Union Government and
the Ministry of External
Affairs. “By making such
suggestions, the National
Conference is overstep-
ping its constitutional
boundaries and confusing
the people with unrealis-
tic expectations,” he
asserted.

Sharma also expressed
his strong disapproval of
the NC's continued insis-
tence on discussing the
special status of Jammu
and Kashmir, referring to
Articles 370 and 35A. He
pointed out that the
Supreme Court of India
has already delivered a

decisive judgment on the
issue, upholding the con-
stitutional validity of
their abrogation. “Talking
about Article 370 now is
nothing but a futile exer-
cise. It’s part of history
and has no place in con-
temporary political dis-
course. The NC is only
trying to keep people in
the dark by repeatedly
raising this irrelevant
issue,” he said.

On the NC’s demand
for restoration of state-
hood, Sharma termed it
“untimely” and “politi-
cally motivated,” arguing
that the party should
focus instead on ground
realities. He mentioned
that the Prime Minister
and the Union Home
Minister have already
assured on the matter. He
urged NC leaders to visit
Pakistan-shelling affected
areas such as Arnia,
Hiranagar, Suchetgarh,
RS Pura, Chamb,
Akhnoor, Rajouri,
Poonch, Uri, and

Tangdhar. “It’s shameful
that the resolutions do not
even mention the hard-
ships of those living
under constant threat
from across the border.
Where is the demand for
compensation or relief for
these people?” he asked.

In conclusion, Sunil
Sharma condemned the
NC for not holding
Pakistan accountable in
its resolutions for the
recent killing of 26 inno-
cent tourists in Pahalgam.
“By ignoring Pakistan’s

role in terrorism, the NC
has shown where its pri-
orities lie. It is dishearten-
ing and irresponsible for
any political party to
overlook such grave mat-
ters,” he said.

Sunil Sharma called on

way track connecting
Kashmir with the rest of
the countryModi was
supposed to inaugurate
the direct train service
from Katra in Jammu to
Srinagar early this
month, but the function
was put on hold due to
inclement weather.

However, the newly
created Jammu railway
division has got its first
VP indent, a request for
allocation of a full parcel
van for the shipment of
goods, registered from

Katra railway station to
Bandra (Mumbai) for
June 3.

Senior Divisional
Commercial Manager,
Northern Railway,
Jammu, Uchit Singhal,
had earlier said that the
effort undertaken after
extensive consultations
with the Jammu and
Kashmir Horticulture
Department and fruit
grower associations is a
welcome initiative if
goes off successfully as it
will offload the road
traffic burden and will
enable perishable goods
like cherries reach its
intended markets with
minimal damage or
deterioration in quality.

He said that 24 tons of
cargo will be moved in a
VP attached to a goods
train from Katra station
to Bandra station in
Mumbai. The cargo will

reach its destination in
30 hours.

“It will be a win-win
situation for both the
railways and fruit grow-
ers and in turn the econ-
omy of J-K region,”
added Singhal.

Reacting to the devel-
opment, the minister of
state in the PMO said the
work on Udhampur-
Srinagar-Baramulla Rail
Link (USBRL) project,
sanctioned in 1994-95,
was almost stopped
given the challenging
topography and the cost
escalation when Modi
took over as the prime
minister in 2014.

“The alignment was
reestablished and the
result is that a railway
track was successfully
laid to connect Kashmir
with the rest of the coun-
try today. It also saw the
construction of the
world’s highest railway
bridge (Chenab
bridge),” Singh told
reporters on the side-
lines of a function here.

He said before the
launch of the cargo train
to transport cherry from
Jammu and Kashmir to
Mumbai, a train carrying
soldiers from Delhi to
Kashmir was also run on
the track recently.The
Modi-led government

took several important
decisions to ensure that
the rail link to Kashmir
is completed.

First, a division has
been established in
Jammu, while work on
Udhampur and Jammu
railway stations is
underway to develop
them as major stations
along with Mata
Vaishno Devi Katra sta-
tion.

Two Vande Bharat
trains will be launched
from Katra to Kashmir
before the service shifts
to Jammu once the sta-
tion is ready later this
year, he said.
Meanwhile, the minister
expressed hope about
revival of tourism,
which suffered a major
setback following the
brutal terrorist attack in
Pahalgam that left 26
persons, mostly tourists,
dead on April 22.

“After the Pahalgam
attack, the number of
devotees visiting Mata
Vaishno Devi shrine also
recorded a decline. But I
am happy to see the
number of people visit-
ing the shrine has
increased again. So grad-
ually, people will start
coming back once they
have faith in you,” he
said.

Jitendra Singh praises PM Modi as first Cherry
Cargo Train set to roll from J&K to Mumbai

The Border Security

Force (BSF) foiled an infil-
tration bid of nearly 50
terrorists during
“Operation Sindoor” on
May 8, a top official of the
paramilitary force said on
Wednesday.

Deputy Inspector
General (DIG) of the BSF,
SS Mand, according to the
news agency said, “On
May 8 a major infiltration
attempt involving 45–50
heavily armed terrorists
was thwarted by the alert
BSF personnel in Samba
district.”

He said, “The group,
attempting to sneak into
Indian territory under the
cover of ceasefire viola-
tions, was met with a
fierce counter-offensive.

BSF retaliated with heavy
mortar fire, neutralizing
enemy positions and forc-
ing the infiltrators to
retreat.”“We had prior
intelligence that a large
group was attempting
infiltration. Our alert
troops identified them
early, and within 1.5
hours of engagement, the
group was repelled with
heavy losses. Our forces
responded with precision
and intensity, degrading
their bunkers and sup-
pressing their firepower,”
DIG Mand said.

He said that in a deci-
sive and calibrated mili-
tary operation, the BSF
destroyed multiple ter-
rorist hideouts in
Pakistan’s Sialkot sector
along the India-Pakistan

International Border dur-
ing Operation Sindoor,
launched in response to
the April 22 Pahalgam
terror attack, which left 26
civilians, mostly tourists
dead.  “Even two weeks
after the operation,
Pakistani Rangers have
reportedly abandoned
their posts along the
international border, sig-
naling the extent of dam-
age and demoralization
inflicted by Indian
forces,” he added.

DIG Mand praised the
high morale and pre-
paredness of BSF troops,
emphasizing the leader-
ship of officers on the
frontline. He also high-
lighted the commendable
performance of women
soldiers, who operated

shoulder to shoulder with
their male counterparts
during the high-stakes
confrontation. “We are
truly proud of our women
troops,” he said.

Following the setbacks
during “Operation
Sindoor,” Pakistan resort-
ed to drone warfare,
attempting to target civil-
ian and military installa-
tions in Jammu. 

However, India’s air
defense systems and BSF’s
anti-drone units success-
fully intercepted these
drone incursions. On May
9, Pakistan initiated
unprovoked firing along
the IB and launched
drones aimed at BSF
camps and border villages,
but all such attempts were
neutralized.

J&K ACB files 
disproportionate assets
case against public 
servant in Srinagar
TP NEWS:

Jammu and Kashmir Anti Corruption Bureau regis-
tered a case against an official posted in Deputy
Commissioner Srinagar’s office for possession of assets
disproportionate to his known sources of income.

According to a statement, issued to news agency a
discreet verification conducted by the Bureau into the
financial transactions and asset holdings revealed that
public servant Imtiyaz Ahmad Bhat has accumulated
assets grossly disproportionate to his known and legit-
imate sources of income.

“The assets identified during the verification include
a residential house at Firdousabad, Batamaloo, con-
structed on land measuring 11 marlas, an additional
structure with appurtenant land measuring 6.5 marlas,
land measuring 10 marlas and 13 marlas at Mouza
Nowgam, and movable assets including luxury vehi-
cles, including a Toyota Fortuner, Maruti Wagon-R,
and Renault Duster,” reads the statement.

It reads that the verification also brought to light
substantial expenditures incurred on the higher educa-
tion of his children.

“Scrutiny of various bank accounts revealed multi-
ple suspicious transactions and unexplained cash
deposits. Imtiyqz and his family members were found
operating several bank lockers in J&K Bank, and were
in possession of multiple immovable properties of con-
siderable value. The public servant was also found to
be maintaining a lifestyle that is inconsistent with his
declared income,” it added.

It reads that a formal case bearing FIR No. 09/2025
has been registered against Imtiyaz Ahmad Bhat at
Police Station Anti-Corruption Bureau, Srinagar,
under Section 13(1)(b) read with Section 13(2) for crim-
inal misconduct.

“Following the registration of the FIR, search war-
rants were obtained from the competent Court and
simultaneous search operations were carried out at the
residential and other premises of the accused. The
searches were conducted by ACB teams in the pres-
ence of Executive Magistrates and were facilitated by
the local police and other agencies”, it reads.

It further reads that during the course of these
searches, incriminating documents and evidence per-
taining to both movable and immovable assets were
recovered, while further investigation is underway

Adopted at COP15 under the Convention on
Biological Diversity (CBD), the GBF sets four global
goals and 23 targets to be met by 2030. India played a
pivotal role in shaping this framework and is now inte-
grating it into our National Biodiversity Strategy and
Action Plan (NBSAP). Our priorities — sustainable
agriculture, water security, climate resilience, and dis-
aster risk reduction — are seamlessly woven into this
plan, with a strong focus on the 30x30 target (protect-
ing 30% of terrestrial and marine areas), equitable
genetic resource access, and enhanced biodiversity
financing.

A Unified Conservation Strategy
India’s strength lies in its “whole-of-Government

and whole-of-society” approach. We are converging
sectoral schemes like MGNREGA, the National
Mission for Clean Ganga, Jal Shakti Abhiyan, the
National Bamboo Mission, and PM Kusum with biodi-
versity goals. In Haryana, the Aravalli Green Wall
Project is a testament to this synergy. By uniting the
Forest Department, Rural Development, Panchayati
Raj Institutions, and corporate social responsibility
(CSR) support, we are restoring degraded Aravalli
landscapes with native flora, enhancing water
recharge, and boosting carbon sequestration.

Communities

Our agricultural legacy, with over 160 cultivated
species and thousands of climate-resilient landraces, is
a treasure we are determined to protect.

THE unprecedented heat has gripped the
capital and the worst part — the monsoon
is still weeks away

Delhi is in a heat emergency. The threat is not
just what the thermometer shows — it’s in the
air we breathe, the infrastructure we rely on,
and the fragile lives caught in between. Delhi
finds itself teetering on the edge of a climate
emergency. With daytime temperatures already
breaching unbearable levels and heat indices —
the “feels like” temperature — soaring towards
a blistering 50°C, the capital is caught in an esca-
lating crisis.  A new report by the Council on
Energy, Environment and Water (CEEW), titled
“How Extreme Heat is Impacting India,” paints
a stark picture of what’s driving this relentless
heat. Delhi now ranks among the top 10 most
heat-vulnerable regions in the country. The
report highlights a dramatic increase in very
warm nights — indicating that nights are no
longer bringing respite from daytime heat. This
disturbing trend, combined with the city’s dense
infrastructure, is fueling what’s known as the
urban heat island effect, where tightly packed
buildings and roads absorb and trap heat, push-
ing local temperatures higher than in surround-
ing rural areas.

To make matters worse, relative humidity in
Delhi has climbed nearly 9 per cent in the past
ten years. When humidity rises, the body’s nat-
ural cooling mechanism — sweat evaporation
— slows down, making it harder to cope and
significantly increasing the “feels like” tempera-
ture. Compounding the crisis is the shrinking
diurnal temperature range: the difference
between day and night temperatures is narrow-
ing, which means the city simply doesn’t cool
down enough after sunset.

More buildings, more energy use, more vehi-
cles — all these lead to the heat load. While no
one is entirely safe, the burden falls heaviest on
the most vulnerable. Children, the elderly, and
those who work outdoors  — are at serious risk.
Residents of informal settlements, where homes
lack insulation, proper ventilation, or consistent
electricity, are also disproportionately affected.
Low-income families struggle to afford cooling
appliances, while people with heart or respirato-
ry issues face compounding health risks.
Despite relatively good access to healthcare and
electricity in Delhi, the scale of exposure and
intensity of the hazard overwhelms these
buffers, especially during prolonged heat-
waves.In these conditions,  adaptation is the key
for survival. People are urged to stay indoors
during peak heat hours. Hydration is crucial —
water intake should be frequent, even without
thirst, while alcohol, caffeine, and sugary drinks
should be avoided. Wearing loose, light-colored
cotton clothing helps, as does using fans, wet
towels, or mist sprays to cool down. And at the
first sign of heat-related illness dizziness, exces-
sive sweating, confusion, or nausea — immedi-
ate medical attention can save lives.
Meteorologists indicate that some relief may
arrive with the pre-monsoon showers expected
in late June. The Delhi Government’s newly
launched Heat Action Plan is a timely and vital
step, aiming to reduce both short-term harm
and long-term risk. However,  implementation
and execution are vital. What’s clear is that this
extreme weather is  the new normal, and it
demands urgent, systemic change.

Heat crisis deepens as
summer peaks early
